The disease process of Coccidiosis

In acute case, Coccidiosis causes damage to the tissues of mucous membrane of the chicken’s
intestine and birds die quickly. Eimeria Tenella cause haemorrhages, inflammation and epithelial
loss in the caeca; and E. Necatrix in the small intestine. E. Maxima infest small intestine and E.
Brunetti cduse epithelial loss and sometimes small haemorrhages in  colon and Cloaca, E.
Acervulina cause epithelial destruction without haemorrhages.

The pathological effects of Coccidiosis are: ® Loss of resistance ® Loss of blood (anaemia)
® Inflammation ofintestinal wall ® Production of toxins

Amprolium (Thiamine (B1) competitive antagonist). rapidly dividing coccidia have high
requirement for thiamine and taken up Amprolium in the1” generation of schizont preventing
merozite production.
